“I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all the 
saints, and for this reason I do not cease to give thanks for you as I re-
member you in my prayers. I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation as 
you come to know him, so that, with the eyes of your heart enlightened, 
you may know what is the hope to which he has called you, what are the 
riches of his glorious inheritance among the saints, and what is the im-
measurable greatness of his power for us who believe, according to the 
working of his great power.”

With the summer months we hope for a lot of averages: we hope the av-
erage price of a gallon of gas is low, we hope the batting average of our 
favorite team is high, we hope the heat is below average and the rainfall 
is just average.

Now think about your summer giving and challenge yourself in 
the same way.  
 
The idea behind this challenge is simple: since our God is not average, 
why should we settle for our own average response to the glorious in-
heritance promised to us? If you are already above average in your wor-
ship attendance then please share this challenge with your friends and 
neighbors. Invite them to worship with you, pick them up on your way in 
to church, then share coffee and fellowship with them between services 
(and don’t forget to drop them off on your way home!).

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Minutes from April Church Council Meeting  

Present: Beth Metzler, Van O’Brien, Annette Johns, Pastor Gary Erickson, Mary Lasits, Anna Fischer, Tammie Farley, 
Lysa Wright, Maria McMillion  
Prayer and Devotion – Pastor Gary led the council in prayer and devotion. 
Call to Order – Beth Metzler called the meeting to order at 6:40pm. 
Approval of Agenda – Anna Fischer moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Lysa Wright. The Council approved 
the agenda. 
Approval of Minutes – Van O’Brien moved to approve the minutes to the March 2011 Council Meeting, seconded by 
Lysa Wright. The Council approved the minutes. 
Pastorõs Report – Pastor Gary’s report included the following:  June 17-18, the Synod Assembly will hold their annual 
meeting. Dave and Tammie Farley will represent BELC as voting members of the Assembly. 
Director of Youth and Outreach Report – (Mary Lasits) 
The Synod has approved the addition of one youth-aged member per congregation to become voting members of the 
Assembly. Mary Lasits made a motion to add a new youth voting member to the Synod Assembly representing BELC, 
seconded by Annette Johns. The Council approved the motion. The youth member will be nominated at a later date. 
Christian Education (Mary Lasits) - Sunday School is nearing the end of its year; the last day will be on May 8th;  
Confirmation Sunday is scheduled for May 22. There is more planning for the ELCA Youth Gathering in New Orleans 
July 18 – July 22, 2012; especially concerning funding for the trip and adult volunteers. 
Evangelism & Stewardship (Mary Lasits) – Pastor Gary, Mary Lasits and Anna Fischer met to discuss mailing of bulle-
tins to homebound congregation members and even extend it to members who are not attending regularly. The Council 
agreed to notify the congregation that members could receive a bulletin ministry by contacting the Church office. Also, to 
remind the congregation that home communion services are still available. 
    Tammie Farley presented a summary of the E-Giving program for April. The program is increasing in participation, with 
7 persons giving $2,190 in April. The Stewardship Committee will continue to promote this program. 
Worship and Music – (Pastor Gary) This committee will not meet for a while, with only minor changes to the liturgy be-
ing introduced and lasting though the summer. The Good Friday service will feature a cellist and violinist, no sermon, and 
several hymns. 
Social Ministry – (Annette Johns) 

 The mobile pantry came on March 21 and was a big success—700 individuals, 500 families with 250 children 

 The food pantry served 1,905 persons/677 households in March 2011.  

 The pantry needs more volunteers; possibly a greeter/helper, sign-in person, etc. 
Finance – (Tammie Farley) A summary for March 2011 was provided to the Council with the following highlights: 

 Total gifts received from January 1st to March 31st is $79,647 (27.3% of 2011 budget) 

 Total gifts distributed from January 1st to March 31st is $73,426 (25.1% of 2011 budget) 

 Net cash as of March 31, 2011 is $6,478 
Mission Endowment –The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, May 9th. 
Property Committee – Saturday, April 16 is the clean-up day for the Church. The Council also discussed the possibility 
of having work done on the ventilation system that is disruptive during church services and replacing several dead pine 
trees on the property. 
Old Business – No old business was discussed 
New Business – Peter Kalamatianos resigned as Council president and no longer serves on the Council. The Council 
thanks Peter for his service and wishes him well. Anna Fischer moved to have Vice President Beth Metzler assume the 
position of President and Annette Johns assume the position of Vice President, seconded by Maria McMillion. The Coun-
cil approved the motion. 
The Council will be actively seeking to fill vacancies created by these changes, which will include the appointment of new 
adult members and a youth member. Nominations will be brought to the May 2011 Council Meeting. 
Next Meeting - The next council meeting is set for Tuesday, May 10th at 6:30 pm.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:25.

OPENS JUNE 2 
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Church Council Minutes for May 

Present: Van O’Brien, Annette Johns, Pastor Gary Erickson, Mary Lasits, Anna Fischer, Tammie Farley, Lysa Wright, Myron Bond 
Call to Order – Annette Johns (in lieu of Beth Metzler) called the meeting to order at 6:30pm. 
Approval of Agenda – Anna Fischer moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Lysa Wright. The Council approved the agenda. 
Approval of Minutes – Mary Lasits moved to approve the minutes to the April 2011 Council Meeting, seconded by Van O’Brien. The Council 
approved the minutes. 
Pastor’s Report – Pastor Gary’s report included the following: 

· May 22nd is Confirmation Sunday for three BELC youths: Jake Soto, Samantha Martin, and Stephany Veldhuizen. As a point 
of order, Pastor Gary moved to have the confirmands approved by the Council, seconded by Lysa Wright. The Council ap-
proved the motion. 

· June 17-18, the Synod Assembly will hold their annual meeting at Augustana College in Rock Island. Dave and Tammie Far-
ley will represent BELC as voting members of the Assembly. Sarah Trostle will also be a voting member as well as the youth 
representative for BELC. 

· The June newsletter will challenge the congregation to reflect on last summer and be ―above average‖ by increasing atten-
dance and giving this summer. 

· Pastor Gary will be taking the following days off this summer: 
o June 29th – July 9th (vacation) 
o July 25th – August 5th (continuing education in India) 

Director of Youth and Outreach Report – (Mary Lasits) 
· Mary Lasits will be taking the following days off for vacation: 

o June 3rd – 6th and July 8th – 18th  
Christian Education (Mary Lasits) – The young people’s church service (8:45 service on Sunday, May 8th) was successful and well attended 
with positive feedback from the congregation. 
VBS (August 8th – 12th) is continuing to organize. They still need housing for two male counselors. Mary also wished to note that registration 
for VBS is available on the Church website. 
Evangelism & Stewardship (Mary Lasits) – A date in July has been set for placing door hangers on homes in the community to promote the 
Church. This is expected to be done in conjunction with the Lutheran Outdoor Ministries Center (LOMC) whereby both organizations will be 
promoted on either side of the door hangers. 
Property Committee – (Anna Fischer) Saturday, April 16th was clean-up day for the Church in conjunction with NIU Cares Day and was a 
positive experience. The committee met and primarily discussed strategies for providing accessibility to the lower level of the church.  
Worship and Music – (Pastor Gary) Preliminary conversations in regards to summer worship have been discussed, but limited changes will 
be made to the liturgy. The committee will meet later in the summer to discuss fall worship. 
Social Ministry – (Annette Johns) 

· The food pantry served 2,240 persons/776 households in April 2011. 234 households and 934 people were assisted through 
TANF. 

Finance – (Tammie Farley) A summary for April 2011 was provided to the Council with the following highlights: 
· Total gifts received from January 1st to April 30th is $90,335 (30.9% of 2011 budget) 
· Total gifts distributed from January 1st to April 30th is $87,364 (29.9% of 2011 budget) 
· Net cash as of April 30th, 2011 is $3,313 

The Council also discussed initiating the process of transitioning the role of Treasurer from Tammie to an individual to be named at a later 
date. The Council determined that they would reconvene the Finance committee and hold a special meeting for interested individuals to 
learn the system put in place; both would take place at a later and as yet undetermined date. 
Mission Endowment (Lysa Wright) –The committee met on Monday, May 9th. Of top priority is to get an audit from the Audit Committee. 
Lysa Wright moved to provide early distribution of a $1,500 mission endowment gift to the General Fund for the VBS counselors ahead of 
the traditional distribution period in October, seconded by Anna Fischer. The Council approved the motion. The committee also discussed 
providing seed monies toward a study for providing accessibility to the lower lever; most notably to hire a designer/consultant for ideas. The 
committee will reconvene on August 8th.  
Old Business – Gordon Rasmussen was nominated to fill the Council seat vacated by Peter Kalamatianos. Pastor Gary moved to approve 
Gordon’s nomination, seconded by Lysa Wright. The Council approved the motion. Gordon will serve on the Council until the next annual 
meeting in December.  
New Business – the Council discussed at length to find ways to revise the sharing of upcoming events with the congregation. This included 
putting more visual presentations around the Church to promote upcoming events and perhaps repurposing some of the space around the 
Church to facilitate this.  
Next Meeting - The next council meeting is set for Tuesday, June 14th at 6:30 pm. Meeting was adjourned at 8:00.

Several of our helpers (Bill, Phil and Chris) use their vehicles to pick up bread from Schnuck’s and 
Jewel. Bill drives all the way into the Food Bank (St. Charles) each Monday morning to pick up vari-
ous free items that are available. This results in the entire hallway being stocked with pastries and 
goodies for Monday’s clients!  
 
Due to high fuel costs, it would be great to offer these 3 volunteer drivers a little extra gas money for 
their continued efforts. Many of these helpers are unemployed or have limited funds for extra gas 
expenses. If you would like to donate a gas card to help with gas, just purchase a gas card for $10 
or $20 and drop off in the church office in an envelope marked “Food Pantry Drivers.”  We will see 
that the cards get to the right place and gas tank.

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Health Kits Project 

Once again, our Lutheran Church Women will start collecting for LWR Health 
Kits. These kits are helpful for the people who must flee their homes quickly and 
often do not have time to pack essential items. Lutheran World Relief health kits 
can help children, men and women who are refugees maintain personal hygiene 
while living in exile. Items may also contribute to a new start for those who can 
return home. 
 
Include the following items in each health kit:: 
*One hand towel, dark color recommended, one washcloth, dark color recom-
mended, one bath-size bar of soap**, any brand, in its original wrapping, one 
adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging, one comb, wide-tooth preferred, 
one metal nail file or nail clippers with file attached, six Band-Aids (or similar 
brand), preferably 1/2-3/4” secured with rubber band. 
 
No toothpaste is needed from us at this time. They will insert toothpaste at the 
warehouse before shipping. 
 

All items should be new and in good condition. Wrap smaller items in the wash-

cloth; wrap washcloth and remaining items in the towel and tie securely with rib-

bons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags.
